Water Year 9 Project

R: How much water in our world is fresh? Well let’s find out! This water bottle is 2L we’ll use it to represent our world’s water. 

G: Our world has 1,386,000,000 cubic kilometers of water. Only 6 percent of this 2L bottle is fresh and drinkable; the rest is too salty and will dehydrate or poison your body, we could use it, however it would take a lot of energy resulting in more resources being used. 
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R: This is our fresh water. We have gone from 2000ml to 60ml.

G: 68.7 percent of this is found in unusable large icecaps and glaciers such as Antarctica and the Lambert Glacier.

R: Unfortuantly not much of this is accessible due to the harsh climates in which they are formed. 

G: Furthermore, global warming is melting these icecaps meaning there won’t be fresh water left in these spots soon. 

G: 28 percent of this is found underground. However, because these sources of water are so deep underground we are not able to access it as the water boils due to a large build-up of pressure. 

R: This means that if we were to dig it up we may cause large jets of boiling water shooting up from the ground. This leaves us with 2.3 percent of acessable surface water.

G: However, 11 percent of this surface water is found in swamps, and would use up a lot of energy to make it suitable for conception.

R: 87 percent of this accessible water comes from lakes but there are cases where this water is clean due to its environment, animals dying and falling into them, living creatures carrying diseases and drinking this water causing it to be contaminated. 

G: Finally, the last 2 percent come from rivers. This water is generally clean and humans can try to direct the flow of water into large reservoirs to store and treat in case there were any possible germs and illnesses in the water.

G: That leaves us with 1.12ml of usable water from our original 2000ml water bottle.
